80.1 Apologies for absence.

80.2 Declarations of interest in agenda items.

None were made.

80.3 Minutes of meeting held on July 26th.
Having been circulated they were taken as read. They were approved as correct and signed as such by Mr Lowther.

80.4 Chairman’s report. 
There was no update on the footway lighting.

Permission for the roadside mirror to be erected at the Cross had yet to be obtained from Lowther.

80.5 Parishioners’ concerns.
Mr and Mrs Carruthers were concerned about the non-collection of green waste bins at Helton caused by a car obstructing the road. Mr Lowther agreed to approach the people at the relevant property.

He would also approach people at Askham whose vehicles were causing similar problems for waste collection.

80.6 EDC, CCC and LDNPA reports.

EDC – Mr Slee had nothing specifically relevant to Askham to report although he confirmed that the deadline for adoption of footway lighting was now March 2019. Consultation on the Penrith Plan was ongoing.
CCC – Mr Hughes had nothing specific to report. He had brought up the parking problems with Highways. There was still a small amount of money available for grants from his members’ allocation for the year.
LDNPA – Mr MacInnes was not present.

b) Village green mowing.

The greens have been mown for the final time this season.

Cars are still being parked illegally on the greens. There was some discussion about whether more signs should be erected to deter parking in the future. Mrs Harker and Mr Calland would investigate possible sites and report back at the next meeting.
