MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON JULY 22nd 2019

In the absence of Mr Lowther Mrs Harker took the chair.

Mr Calland and Mr Holt, having been co-opted at the last meeting, signed the declarations of acceptance of office and joined the council.

86.1 Apologies for absence.
Mr Hughes (CCC councillor)  on holiday.

Mr Lowther – prior appointment.

86.2 Declarations of interest in agenda items.

None were received.

86.3 Co-option

Mr Whittaker came forward for co-option. He was nominated by Mr Holt, seconded by Mr Calland and co-opted unanimously. He signed the declaration of acceptance of office.

86.4 Minutes of the meetings held on May 13th.
Having been circulated the minutes were taken as read. They were approved as a correct record and signed as such by Mrs Harker.

86.5 Public comments and concerns.

It was reported that problems were being caused by people parking and then going cycling on the Lowther cycle trail. There was considerable discussion re parking in the village and also coaches reversing for long distances round the green. The Clerk was asked to contact Alba, the company concerned.

It was remembered that Mr Charles Lowther had offered the use of a field adjacent to the village car park as overspill parking. Mrs Harker would contact him.

86.6 CCC, EDC and LDNPA reports.

CCC and LDNPA not present.

EDC – Mrs Harker, recently elected councillor, reported that the Penrith Masterplan was being looked at again. The Climate Emergency declaration was under discussion but there was nothing else to report.

86.7 Finance.

d) The Clerk reported that the external auditor had accepted the certificate of exemption from external audit which had been put onto the website with the rest of the financial documents.

86.8 Updates on matters discussed at previous meetings.

a)  Interpretative boards.

Mrs Robinson reported that the designs of the boards had been finalised and the boards ordered for three sites – the bottom of the village opposite the church, the top of the village and the bus shelter. Bases would need to be constructed.
She was thanked for all the work she had done on the project.

b) ‘No Parking’ signs.

d) Mirror at The Cross.

Following some discussion Mr Whittaker agreed to investigate.

86.9 Plans for Setterah Park and Lowther.

Mr Bliss explained Lowther Estates’ plans for the future management of Setterah Park and the River Lowther there. The land would still be farmed but in a more environmentally sensitive way and with more public involvement.

There was some discussion and it was agreed that when the necessary planning application was made the council would give its support.
