b) Grant application from Askham and Helton PCC.
It was agreed to give 250.00 towards the maintenance of the cemetery.

c) The Clerk reported that the precept request had been sent to EDC.

89.7 Computer

89.9 Updates.

a) Interpretative boards.

b) Roadside mirror.

c) Helton defibrillator.

The new pads have been put it place and the resident of Helton Cottage has agreed to act as ‘guardian.’ The box itself is in need of painting and general maintenance. Pip Bellsham would be asked if she could obtain stickers or notices to advise that the defib was there.

d) Roadside parking.

It was agreed that this was not a responsibility of the council but a police matter.

89.10 Planning.

New applications;-  a) 7/2019/3164&65  Keld Head Farm, Askham 2PG

Conversion of barns to holiday letting units and other works.

After discussion it was agreed that there were no objections to the work proposed but concerns over the adequacy of the village sewage capacity and parking provision. The clerk would contact united Utilities.

b) 7/2020/3007  Land adjacent to Lowther Hall/

Change of use to seasonal tented ‘glamping site with maximum 20 tents in any season and erection of ancillary ablutions block.

 Councillors felt that the tents would be rather obtrusive as they were rather taller than appropriate and should be an appropriate colour. There was concern about the increased traffic flow.
