SHOW RECIPE : CUMBERLAND RUM NICKIE
Ingredients
· 8oz (225g) rich shortcrust pastry
· 3 medium cooking apples
· 1 tbsp Demerara sugar
· 4oz (125g) chopped dates
· 1 tbsp water
· 1 tbsp dark rum
· 2oz (50g) softened butter
Instructions
Line an 8” (20cm) pie plate with half the pastry. 
Put in the sliced apples and sprinkle with the sugar.
Mix the dates, water, rum and butter and spread over the apples.
Top with the remaining pastry, and brush with milk.
Bake at Gas Mark 6 (200C, 400F) for  15 minutes, then at Gas Mark 4 (180C, 350F) for a further 15 minutes until golden brown.
